The Sacred Art of Living Center extends an invitation to qualified graduates from the Sacred Art of Dying education
series, to apply for the role of Project Animator in its two-year ANAMCARA INTERNSHIP PROGRAM. Project Animator
training begins in June 2006 and runs through July 2008. Please read the folloning Call for Applications in order to
understand the purpose and practical requirements of the Project Animator. Only persons who are applying for the
Anamcara Apprenticeship are eligible to submit applications for Project Animators. It is important that both
applications be postmarked and sert to the Sacred Art of Living Center no later than March 15, 2006.

The anamcara tradition works because it helps people deal with spiritual suffering. There are four essential
foundations of the anamcara lineage that guide its renewal in our day: Soulfulness, Community, Skills and
Mentorship.  The Project Animator will play a key role in ensuring that these vital foundations are honored in a
meaningful and supportive way.

Candidates for the Anamcara Apprenticeship agree to participate in “Circles of Support” known in Gaglic as a “Celi
Dé". These small groups, consisting of 5-8 anamcara apprentices, Will meet monthly, between the semi-annual
Training Modules. The purpose of a Circle of Support is to provide a communal context for processing the work of
anamcara as it occurs in concrete life situations. As apprentices deepen their understanding of the tools and
tradition, it is important to provide a safe and supportive place for peer-to-peer supervision, ongoing mentorship and
accountability.

Circles of Support (Celi Dé) can be configured in a variety of creative ways. For example, a Circle of Support (Celi
Dé) may be composed of apprentices who are:

Whbrking in the same agency or institution

Sharing the same profession or focus

Living in the same or neighboring communities

Representing a variety of professions, organizations and interests

Regardless of how a Circles of Support (Celi Dé) is structured, it must include a specially trained Project Animator
whose task is three-fold:

1. To convene and facilitate the monthly meetings

2. To provide leadership and support for the local apprenticeship team

3. Toact as aliaison between members of their Circles of Support (Celi Dé) and supervisors for the Anamcara

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The Project Animator provides an important “servant role” that facilitates the Anamcara Apprenticeship experience for
others. A candidate must passess the following qualifications:

A graduate of all four Sacred Art of Dying education units

Completion of the entire Sacred Art of Dying series is a requirement for Project Animators.

Be applying for the Anamcara Apprenticeship

Applications for the Anamcara Apprenticeship and Project Animator must be received simultaneously.

Possess strong relational skills and ability to work collaboratively

Applicants should be both welcoming and able to hold clear boundaries that create trust.

Experience in group facilitation and/or retreat leadership

The Project Animator holds a space for the Circle Circles of Support (Celi Dé) to provide safety and support for
mutual learning, community building, truth telling and listening to the gentle promptings of Spirit.

Professional training in psycho-social dynamics or its equivalent

It is important that the Project Animator possess the discipline, insight and experience to gently guide small group
process without dominating it.

Strong investment in the spiritual nature of the Anamcara Apprenticeship

It is assumed that every person has access to an inner source of strength and knowing. Wisdom traditions speak of
this as spirit, soul or heart. \While Project Animators help to guide practical conversation and learning about the
apprenticeship experience, they also hold a space for the heart of the anamcara tradition, which is soulfulness.
Wilingness to make a two-year commitment to the role of Project Animator

For the sake of continuity and clarity of communication between local apprentices and program supervisors, the Project
Animator is asked to make a commitment to the entire two-year apprenticeship process.

Project Animators will be provided with opportunities for specialized training to enhance their personal skills in service
to the Anamcara Apprenticeship. Sacred Art of Living Center will offer a mandatory one-day workshop prior to the
first Training Module and an additional mandatory workshop day prior to each succeeding Training Module.
Animators will meet with their newly formed Circles of Support during the first Anamcara Training Module. Some
additional reading assignments will be shared and a semi-annual report will be required tracking the progress of the
local Gircle of Support (Celi Dé). All Project Animators are members of the Anamcara Apprenticeship team and will
contribute towards the learning and development of the programiin significant ways.

Sacred Art of Living Center agrees to pay for all training in connection with the role of Project Animator exclusive of
travel and lodging expenses. In appreciation for their service, Project Animators will receive a 30% discount on
tuition for each of the four Anamcara Training Modules.

These references are in_addition to the two personal endorsements required for the general Anamcara
Apprenticeship application. References for Project Animator should be able to testify to the applicant’s ability to fulfill the
responsibilities of Project Animator. You are not required to request a letter of reference from these persons at this time.  If
needed, the application committee for Project Animators will contact your references.
